06 Jesus Christ: Healing the Broken, Proclaiming the Kingdom Mark Chpt1V29to39
PMark 1:29.And immediately he left the synagogue and entered the house of Simon and Andrew, with James and John.30.Now Simons mother-in-law lay ill with a fever, and immediately they told him about her.31.And he came and took her by the hand and lifted her up, and the fever left her, and she began to serve them.
· Jesus went into the house of Simon Peter,  Peter’s mother-in-law lay ill with a fever
· Simon is married, ap pastors are allowed to get marry, Catholic prohibit in 4th c.
· Jesus healed Peter’s mother-in-law during the Sabbath day, which was prohibited by the Jews 
· She was healed and she begin to serve Jesus and the disciples (church)
· e.g. we are healed by Christ, spiritually, mentally, physically, we began to serve the church 
· e.g. we serve the church out of gratitude and love, as Christ has loved and shown mercy to us 

PV32.That evening at sundown they brought to him all who were sick or oppressed by demons.33.And the whole city was gathered together at the door.34.And he healed many who were sick with various diseases, and cast out many demons. And he would not permit the demons to speak, because they knew him.
· The people came to Jesus after the sunset 
· They do these out of fear of the pharisees  
· The Pharisees used the Sabbath law to bind the hearts of men under the guise of piety.
· Sabbath (Exo20:8-11) Six days you shall do your work, but on the seventh day you shall rest
· The Pharisees were self-righteous, imposing many man-made restrictions.
· ppl were forbidden to engage in any form of work, including healing and acts of mercy.
· The Sabbath was made for man (Mark 2:27)—for rest, worship, and mercy
· but they turned it around and made man for the Sabbath.
· The Pharisees made people serve under the Sabbath out of fear and legalism, robbing them of joy.
· They misinterpreted the spirit and essence of the law, enforcing legalism without love for people.
· They turned the law into a chain of bondage for man, instead of promoting what is good.
Pe.g. PIC traffic police who caught a person speeding 120km/hr as a lady in the car giving birth. 
· Jesus is merciful and he healed all who came to him 

PV34 Jesus would not permit the demons to speak, because they knew him.
· The demons are the fallen angels (Mat 25:41,Rev 12:7-9)
· ASK: Why did Jesus not permit the demons to speak or advertise for Him?
(A): Because faith in Jesus must not be based on the testimony or authority of demons. 
· The demons revealed some truths, Jesus is the the Holy One of God (Mrk 1:24)
PPic e.g. Scammers also reveals some truths.  PonZi scheme promises 10% returns every month.
· (B) To prevent any disruption to Jesus’ plan, whose ultimate purpose was to go to the cross.
· Jesus had the wisdom, authority, and power to prevent the demons from spoiling His plan.

PV35.And rising very early in the morning, while it was still dark, he departed and went out to a desolate place, and there he prayed.36.And Simon and those who were with him searched for him,37.and they found him and said to him, "Everyone is looking for you."38.And he said to them, "Let us go on to the next towns, that I may preach there also, for that is why I came out."39.And he went throughout all Galilee, preaching in their synagogues and casting out demons.
· Though Jesus was a very busy man, He made time to pray to His Father. 
· As the Son of Man, He Himself needed prayer and communion with God.
· He went to pray very early in the morning, in a desolate place.
· We face many distractions in our prayer life. e.g. Phones, family members
· e.g.  quiet place, away from all noises, away from all entertainment, away from wifi 
· e.g.  parks in the early morning or late night walks?
· We reconnect with our Father and our Lord Jesus Christ in solitude, by praying in the Spirit.
· We realign our hearts by spending time with God.

· Jesus’ popularity surged "Everyone is looking for you”
· Sometimes when a man's popularity surges, he begins to lose sight of his mission.
· It is easy to lose our focus in our walk with God, with many distractions.  
· E.g. your friends looking for you
· Jesus clearly knew His mission: to preach the good news of the kingdom.
· OV38"Let us go on to the next towns, that I may preach there also, for that is why I came out.
· And he went throughout all Galilee
· Ap This is also a reminder to us: we are called to testify to those who have never heard the gospel.
· e.g.  We have many colleagues and students that come from other countries.
· Perhaps we have already lost sight of this mission 
· Perhaps we need to realign our hearts by spending time with God.
